The Prodigal Son

Everything begins with distance — not only distance of place, but
distance of heart. The prodigal son did not become lost the moment
he stepped onto the road away from his father’s house; he became
lost when he began to believe he could live without his father’s
presence. Sin often begins quietly, almost imperceptibly, with the
illusion that we know better, that we need less of God, that we can
build life on our own strength.

At first, the far country appears beautiful. Freedom feels intoxicating.
The world seems generous, welcoming, full of promise. The son
spends freely, lives boldly, and tastes what he believes to be life. Yet
beneath that freedom hides a fragile illusion — for any joy built apart
from the Father cannot endure.

Sooner or later, famine comes.

It may not always be material famine; often it is famine of the soul — -

emptiness, restlessness, loneliness. The heart begins to hunger for something it cannot name. The prodigal
son, once surrounded by abundance, now finds himself feeding swine, longing even for the food they eat.
This is the quiet truth of sin: it promises dignity but leads to degradation; it offers fullness but ends in hunger.

Yet the Gospel tells us: “He came to himself.”

In that sacred moment, repentance was born. In the Orthodox life, repentance is not merely regret — it is
metanoia, the turning of the whole person back toward God. The son remembers the love he left, the house
he abandoned, the dignity he lost. And so he rises.

He returns not with pride, but with humility — prepared only to be received as a servant. But the heart of
the parable is revealed in the father’s response:

“While he was still far off, his father saw him and had compassion.”
The Father was waiting.

He does not accuse; He embraces. He does not humiliate; He restores. Before the confession is finished,
the robe is placed upon him, the ring upon his hand, and the feast is prepared. Sonship is restored not
because it was deserved, but because it was never erased.

So it is with God. In Confession, we come as prodigals — wounded, ashamed, uncertain. Yet the Father
receives us, clothes us again in grace, and nourishes us in Holy Communion. Divine mercy does not merely
forgive — it restores.

The parable also speaks to another danger — the heart of the elder brother, who remained near yet
struggled to rejoice. It reminds us that it is possible to live in the Father's house and still need to learn His
compassion.

In the end, this parable is a Gospel of hope. No distance is too far. No fall too deep. No life too broken for
return. The road home is never closed.

And even now, the Father watches the road — waiting not to punish, but to embrace, not to condemn, but
to restore, not to reject, but to welcome His children home.

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Missing Holy Opportunities
Still Preocupied with the Dust?

There is a story about a man who worked in a
factory.

Every evening at quitting time, he would leave
pushing a wheelbarrow. Inside the wheelbarrow sat a
small box filled with sawdust.

One day, the security guard noticed him and
stopped him.

"Hold on," the guard said. "What's in the box?"
"Sawdust,” the worker replied calmly.
"Sawdust? Why do you need sawdust?"

"Well," the man answered, “"there's a lot of sawdust in the factory. I needed some, so I
collected it and took it."

The guard frowned: - "Open it."

The man opened the box. The guard dug through it carefully with his hands, searching
for anything hidden.

After a moment he sighed and said: "Alright... go on then."

The next day — the same thing. Again the wheelbarrow. Again the small box. Again the
sawdust. The guard stopped him once more. - "What is it today?"

“Sawdust.”, answered the worker.
"Open it.", the guard said.

He checked it again — slowly, suspiciously but finally said: - “Fine... go on then."

This went on for quite some time. Day after day the guard searched the box. Day after
day he sifted through the sawdust. Day after day he let the man pass. But deep down he was
convinced something was wrong.

One evening he stopped the worker and said: - "Listen. I am certain you're stealing
something. I've checked that box countless times and found nothing — but I know you're taking
something. Tell me what it is, and T won't report you."

The worker smiled gently and said: - "It's the wheelbarrows.”

The moral of this story is that the guard was not dealing with great crimes. He was not
stopping robberies. He was not protecting treasures. He was busy inspecting sawdust. His
problem was not that he faced big issues...but that he lost the greater opportunity passing before
him every single day.

He looked — but he did not see. He searched — but he missed what mattered.

And spiritually, this is often our condition. We become preoccupied with the dust of
life — the small, the visible, the immediate — while neglecting the weightier matters of the soul.

We focus on things that, in the end, do not matter much: Small faults, minor offenses,
personal irritations, external appearances, petty disagreements. We spend spiritual energy
inspecting boxes... while the wheelbarrows roll by.

We miss holy opportunities: to love when love was needed, to forgive when forgiveness
was possible, to speak a word of comfort, to notice someone's silent suffering, to repent while
grace was near, to recognize Christ present in our neighbor.

Not big failures... but lost opportunities of grace.

Christ warned about this blindness when He said:"You strain out a gnhat and swallow a
camel.” We become skilled at examining sawdust... but slow to recognize where God is truly at
work. Sometimes the greatest spiritual losses in our lives are not dramatic sins..but moments
when we failed to see, failed to act, failed to love.

But the good news is that we are not alone in this and there is still yime to for us ask
God for spiritual sight: to see beyond the sawdust, to discern what truly matters, to recognize
divine opportunities hidden in ordinary moments, to guard our hearts from trivial distractions.

So that we do not spend our lives busy with sawdust while missing the wheelbarrows
God places before us for our salvation.

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Generosity is not measured by how much we give,
but by how much love we place into what we offer. A
generous heart does not wait for abundance; it shares
even from little, trusting that God multiplies what is
given with faith. For when we open our hand to others,
we also open our soul to God’s grace.

Sometimes we think we must wait until we have more time, more strength, or more
resources. Yet the Lord teaches us that true generosity begins exactly where we are. A kind
word, a listening ear, a small act of care — all these become great in His sight when they are
given with sincerity.

There are moments when giving feels costly, when it stretches our comfort or asks us to
sacrifice. Butitis precisely then that generosity becomes a blessing, for what s given in love
is never lost. God returns it in ways the heart could never foresee — through peace, through
joy, through unseen spiritual fruit.Do not be afraid to give. The Lord Himself is the source of
all generosity, and the one who gives becomes like Him. Where generosity lives, fear fades,
and trust grows.

For in the end, it is not what we kept that fills the soul, but what we shared. And the

generous heart discovers that in giving to others, it has received far more from God.

have received. When we forgive, we do not excuse the pain — we release it into God’s

hands. There are times when mercy feels difficult, when the hurt is deep and the memory

heavy. But mercy is born precisely in those struggles. It is a quiet victory of grace over
resentment, of compassion over pride.

When we show mercy, our own hearts are softened. Bitterness loses its hold, and peace
begins to dwell where anger once lived. Mercy frees not only the one who is forgiven, but
also the one who forgives. Do not withhold mercy when you have the chance to offer it. For
the Lord says that the merciful shall obtain mercy. And in the measure we show
compassion, compassion will be shown to us. In the end, mercy restores what judgment
divides. It brings light where there was heaviness, and hope where there was sorrow — for
mercy always leads the soul closer to the love of God.

Orthodox Christianity 101

Holy Spirit

And in the Holy Spirit, Lord and Giver of Life, who proceeds from the
Father, who together with the Father and the Son is worshipped and glorified,
who spoke by the prophets

The Holy Spirit bears the title of Lord with God the Father and Christ the Son.
He is the Spirit of God and Spirit of Christ. He is eternal, uncreated, and divine;
always existing with the Father and the Son; perpetually worshipped and glorified
with them in the oneness of the Holy Trinity.

Just like the Son, there was no time when there was no Holy Spirit. The Spirit
is before creation. He comes forth from God, as does the Son, in a timeless, eternal
procession. “He proceeds from the Father,” in eternity in a divinely instantaneous and
perpetual movement (Jn 15.26). ,

Orthodox doctrine confesses that God the Father is the eternal origin and source of the Spirit, just as He is the
source of the Son. Yet, the Church affirms as well that the manner of the Father's possession and production of the
Spirit and the Son differ according to the difference between the Son being “born,” and the Spirit “proceeding.” There
have been many attempts-by holy men inspired by God and with a genuine experience of His Trinitarian life to explain
the distinction between the procession of the Spirit and the begetting or generation of the Son. For us it is enough to
see that the difference between the two lies in the distinction between the divine persons and actions of the Son and
the Spirit in relation to the Father, and so as well to each other and to the world. It is necessary to note further that all
words and concepts about God and divinity, including those of “procession” and “generation” must give way before the
mystical vision of the actual Divine Reality which they express. God may somehow be grasped by men as He has
chosen to reveal Himself. However, the essence of His Triune existence remains-and will always remain-essentially
inconceivable and inexpressible to created minds and lips. This does not mean that words about God are meaningless.
It only means that they are inadequate to the Reality which they seek to express

At this point also it is necessary to note that the Roman and Protestant churches differ in their credal statement
about God by adding that the Holy Spirit proceeds from the Father “and the Son” (filioque)-a doctrinal addition
unacceptable to Orthodoxy since it is both unscriptural and inconsistent with the Orthodox vision of God.

With the affirmation of the divinity of the Holy Spirit, and the necessity of worshipping and glorifying him with the
Father and the Son, the Orthodox Church affirms that the Divine Reality, called also the Deity or the Godhead in the
Orthodox Tradition, is the Holy Trinity.

The Holy Spirit is essentially one in his eternal existence with the Father and the Son; and so, in every action of
God toward the world, the Holy Spirit is necessarily acting. Thus, in the Genesis account of creation it is written: “The
Spirit of God was moving over the face of the waters” (Gen 1.2). It is this same Spirit who is the “breath of life” for all
living things and particularly for man, made in the image and likeness of God (Gen 1.30; 2.7). Generally speaking the
Spirit in Hebrew is called the “breath” or the “wind” of Yahweh. It is He who makes everything alive, the “Giver of life”
Who upholds and sustains the universe in its existence and life (e.g. Ps 104.29; Job 33.4).

The Holy Spirit is also he who inspires the saints to speak God’s word and to do God’s will. He anoints the
prophets, priests, and kings of the Old Testament; and “in the fullness of time” it is this same Spirit who “descends and
remains” on Jesus of Nazareth, making him the Messiah (anointed) of God and manifesting him as such to the world.
Thus, in the New Testament at the first epiphany (which means literally showing forth or manifestation) of Christ as the
Messiah-his baptism by John in the Jordan-the Holy Spirit is revealed as descending and resting upon him “as a dove
from heaven” (Jn 1.32; Lk 3.22, see also Mt 3.16 and Mk 1.9). It is important to note, both here and in the account of
the Spirit's coming on the Day of Pentecost, as well as in other places in the Scriptures, that the words “as” and “like”
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are used in order to avoid an incorrect “physical” interpretation of the events recorded where the Bible itself is literally
speaking in quite a symbolical and metaphorical way.

Jesus begins His public work after His baptism, and immediately refers Isaiah’s prophecy about the Messiah
directly to Himself; “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me (Is 61.1; Lk 4.18).All the days of his life Jesus is “full of the Holy
Spirit"-preaching, teaching, healing, casting out devils and accomplishing every sign and wonder of his messiahship
by the Spirit's power (Lk 4.11). It is written that even his self-offering to God on the cross is made “through the eternal
Spirit” (Heb 9.14). And it is through the same divine Spirit that he and all men with him are risen from the dead .

On the day of Pentecost the Holy Spirit comes upon the disciples of Christ in the form of “tongues as of fire,”
with the sound “like that of a mighty rushing wind” (Acts 2.1-4). We note once more the use of “as” and “like.” The
coming of the Spirit on Pentecost is the final fulfillment of Christ's earthly messianic mission, the beginning of the
Christian Church. It is the fulfillment of the Old Testamental prophecy that in the time of the messiah-king, the Spirit of
God will be “poured out on all flesh” (Joel 2.28; Acts 1.14). It is the condition of the age of the final and everlasting
covenant of perfect mercy and peace (Ezek 34.37; Jer 31-33; Is 11.42, 44, 61).

The Christian Church lives by the Holy Spirit. The Spirit alone is the guarantee of God’s Kingdom on earth. He
is the sole guarantee that God’s life and truth and love are with men. Only by the Holy Spirit can man and the world
fulfill that for which they were created by God. All of God’s actions toward man and the world-in creation, salvation and
final glorification-are from the Father through the Son (Word) in the Holy Spirit; and all of man’s capabilities of response
to God are in the same Spirit, through the same Son to the same Father.

The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of life.

If the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, he who raised Jesus from the dead will give
life to your mortal bodies through the Spirit who dwells in you (Rom 8.11).

The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of truth.

When the Spirit of Truth comes he will guide you into all the Truth; for he will not speak on his own authority, but
whatever he hears he will speak, and he will declare to you the things that are to come (Jn16:13; see
also Jn 14:25; Jn 15:26).

The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of divine sonship.

For all who are led by the Spirit are sons of God. For you did not receive the Spirit of slavery. .?.2. but you
received the Spirit of sonship. When we cry “Abba! Father!” it is the Spirit himself bearing witness with our spirit that
we are children of God (Rom 8.14; also Gal 4.6).

The Holy Spirit is the personal presence of the new and everlasting covenant between God and man, the seal
and guarantee of the Kingdom of God, the power of the divine indwelling of God in man.. You are a letter from Christ,
delivered by us, written not with ink but with the Spirit of the living God, not on tablets of stone but on tablets of human
hearts. .2.?. our sufficiency is from God who has qualified us to be ministers of a new covenant, not in written code but
in the Spirit, for the written code kills, but the Spirit gives life (2Cor 3.2-6).

Do you not know that you are God’s temple and that God’s Spirit dwells in you . For God’s temple is holy, and
that temple you are (1Cor 3.16; also Rom 6.19). Through him [Christ] we both have access in one Spirit to the Father.
So then you are no longer strangers and sojourners but you are fellow citizens with the saints and members of the
household of God, built upon the foundation of apostles and the prophets, Christ Jesus himself being the cornerstone,
in whom the whole structure is joined together and grows in a holy temple in the Lord; in whom you also are built into
it for a dwelling place of God in the Spirit (Eph 2.18-22; also 1Pet 2.4-9).

In the Holy Spirit men have the possibility of receiving every gift from God, of sharing His divine nature and life,
of doing what Christ has done by fulfilling His “new commandment” to love one another even as He has loved us,
“because God’s love has been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit which He has given us” (Rom 5.5).

The fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control..
And those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires. If we live by the Spirit he
who sows to the Spirit will from the Spirit reap eternal life (Gal 5.22-25; 6.8).
